STATUTE
Of the International Federation for Sustainable Development and Fight to Poverty in the Mediterranean-Black Sea  

ART. 1
Denomination

The “Federazione Internazionale per lo sviluppo sostenibile e la lotta alla povertà nel Mediterraneo-Mar Nero  – International Federation for Sustainable Development and Fight to Poverty in the Mediterranean-Black Sea   www.retemediterranea.com ”,  in acronym FISPMED,  later on named  “Federation” is established among the Associations, Foundations, Agencies , Cooperatives, Onlus, and other institutions including Universities;  Municipalities; Local, Regional, and National Authorities; International Organizations, and the United Nations, that are engaged in  the theme of sustainable development, fight to poverty, environmental protection, economic promotion, dialogue among culture and religions in the Mediterranean-Black Sea. The Federation is non for profit and is a non commercial agency as better specified in Legislative Decree 460/97 and Law 383/2000 according to the Italian legislation.

ART. 2
Office  

The registered office of the Federation is in the city of Venice.The Federation can open separate and representation centers.
ART. 3
aims
The Federation is aimed at contributing to the social and civil increase, to the sustainable development  of the Mediterranean and Black Sea, to the strengthening of the critical ability to stimulate the planning and intellectual autonomy of the persons, in order to increase the knowledge of the exercise of their rights, the responsibility and the solidarity. 

The Federation wants to promote the search of sustainability practices  through a new use of the information (in a figurative sense) and the development of mechanisms of involvement of the local Communities (of what  in Rio de Janeiro has been called “ the independent sector”), through cultural Associations, Associations of category, University, local Institutes of Search, Agencies, Organisms of the United Nations etc 

The members that have joined the Federation think that all the following elements are fundamental and essential  for a sustainable and compatible development of the Mediterranean and the Black Sea basin: information, participation (transparency and effectiveness of the public policies of intevention; an action guided by a proper acquaintance; a direct democracy putted into effect through the involvement of the social subjects; the practicies of construction of the consensus at a local level; the stimulation of processes in the private sector convergent with public action; etc.).
ART. 4
Purposes

The Federation develops functions of: 
i.  Coordination and rule with regards to the associated agencies and members;
ii.   Promotion of the “Mediterranean – Black Sea community” in the respect of the fundamental rights of man  and living species; 
iii.  legal and tributary services;
iv.  training;
v.  information and experiences exchange; 
vi.  representation of the members as regards as Public and private  Institutions both at national and international level; 
vii.  cultural, legislative and research initiatives promotion; 
viii.  search and studies publication; 
ix.  production of cultural and didactic printed and audiovisual materials.  


The Federation in the pursue of its purposes, will be able to establish collaborations, also agreements with Agencies, Organisms and Society. The Federation participates to public organisms  in which the presence of social representatives is previewed. The Federation can promote and participate to the constitution of Foundations, scientific Study Centers, Institutes, Agencies and Societies in accordance to its purposes and scopes, autonomy and peculiarity.

ART. 5
MEMBERS
National Associations, local Associations, the consortium of local Associations, Universities, municipalities, local, Regional, National and International Agencies of development, Enterprises, Institutions of the United Nations, etc. that have interest to its activity or that however wish to support it and share the associative purposes can be admitted to join the Federation. The Managing Committee deliberates unquestionably on the acceptance of the inquiry. The public and private agencies can also be members, as well as the agencies that are recalled to the Statute of the federation and those that  accept the purposes, as indicated in specific articles of their own Statute.  

ART. 6
RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE MEMBERS 
The members have the right to frequent the office of the Federation and to participate to all its initiatives. Members of the Association will be required to pay an annual subscription fee yearly fixed by the Managing Committee and lend, in the limits of the own responsibilities, the own work for the development of the social activities and the attainment of the social aims.

 The members have the right: 

 · to elect the managing and control boards;

 · to promote and to organize activities according to the aims and the principles  of the association.

The modalities of the mandate to represent the members are object of the regulation promulgated by the  General Assembly.

ART. 7

CERTIFICATE OF BELONGINGS AND AFFILIATION 

The Federation, under the provisions and law now in force,  gives to the Agencies in rule with the quotas and the association fees  the Certificate of Belongings and Affiliation that has the scope to demonstrate also to the seriousness and the quality of the activities.

ART. 8
RECESS  and ESCLUSION
The member lose its qualification for lacked renew of its associations; for lacked payment the associative fee, for motivated refusal by the managing organisms, for expulsion, in case the behavior or the activities of the member is in evident contrast with the principles and the purposes of the Statute. Any resignation by member must be made known to the President by means of a registered letter.  The recess has effect from the date of closing financial period of the year in the course of which it has been exercised. The esclusion is deliberated by the Managing Committee. The excluded or receded members will have no rights whatsoever to the social funds of the Association.

ART. 9
ORGANISM OF THE FEDERATION

The organism of the Federation are:
a.  the Assembly;
b.  the Managing Committee;
c.  the Presidency
d.  The Auditors board;
ART. 10
ASSEMBLY

The Assembly is constituted by all the member agencies. It gathers at least once per year and has the following functions:   

a.  To elect the member of the Managing committee;
b.  To elect the member of the Auditors board;
c.  to deliberate on the modifications of the Statute;
d.  to deliberate on the dissolution of the Federation and the destination of the residual patrimony from the liquidation;
e.  to approve the final and the estimated, budget and the relative realization.
The Assembly deliberates in first convocation with the presence of the majority of the members, and and in second, at least convened 24 hours after before, with any number of present associates. The deliberations are adopted with the favorable ballot of the majority of the present members. 

The Assembly must be convened upon request within 30 days of at least 10 Associates or 5 of the members of the Managing committee

ART. 11

MANAGING COMMITTEE

The Managing Committee elected by the Assembly has the task of::
· to realize the decisions of the Assembly;
· to elect among its members the President and one or more vice-presidents;
The Managing committee is at least convened 1 time per year with letter sended at least 15 days before that fixed date for the meeting. The letter must indicate the day, hour,  place and the agenda of the meeting.
The Managing committee is presided by the President or, in case of its absence or impediment, by the older Vice-president. The Managing committee is composed until to a maximum of 11 members according to  the Assembly  determination. The members of the Managing committee remain in load five years and can be re-elected. If in the course of the quinquennium they come to lack one or more members, the others supply to replace them. The name members therefore remain in load until the successive Assembly. Il The Managing committee is convened by the President or, in case of its absence or impediment, by the older Vice-president.

The Managing committee:
a.  elects the President and one or more Vice Presidents;
b.  manages the patrimony of the Federation;
c.  prepare the budget and the activities report;
d.  draft the activities program;
e.  approves of the regulations of the staff of the Federation, that according to this Statute are not matter of the Assembly;
f.  deliberates on new members admission.
ART. 12
PRESIDENCY
The Presidency is composed by the President and Vice-president. It remains in it loads 5 years and can be re-elected. 

The President:
a.  he legal represents the Federation in the comparisons of the thirds party and judgment;
b.  he represents the Federation in the comparisons of the political organisms;
c.  he presides and convenes the Assembly; 
d.  he presides and convenes the Managing committee;
e.  he employs in concert with Vice-president, the collaborators, the staff of the Federation and stipulates consultancy contracts;
f.  he charges special proxies,
In case of absence or impediment of the President its functions are exercised by the older Vice-president.

ART. 13
AUDITORS BOARD

The Auditors board is formed of three effective members of which one with the functions of President and two Substitutes. The members of the College remain in load 3 years and  they can be re-elected.

 The Board: 
a.  it check the administration of the patrimony of the Federation;
b.  it assesses the correspondence of the final budget to the patrimonial situation of the Federation

c.  it informs the Assemblea called for the approval of the budget on the resaults of the control and of the assessments it carried out.
ART. 14
PATRIMONY
The patrimony is made of:
a.  members contributions;
b.  contributions from public and private bodies, companies, persons;
c.  any other income from the financial year or from donations. 
ART. 15 
Financial Year 

The financial year  will start on the 1st January and end on 31st December. The final budget must be approved within the 30 of June of the next year. The budget is drafted by the Managing Committee to be approved by the Members Assembly.

The eventual remainders of management determined, with the budget account based on the final cash on end plus the assessed entrances but not collected, except engaged expenses and remained to be payied , will be destined  with approval of the Assembly, to fund the expenses of the next year and in favour of activities according to the Statute aims and the art. 3 lett. b) of the Law n. 383/2000 and successive modifications and integrations.

It is forbidden to dinstribute among the members , under whichever direct or indirect shape, of the profits of the activities and management, of funds of financial and economic reserve during all the exhistence of the Federation and of its dissolution but different disposition of law.

ART. 16 
DISSOLUTION OF THE FEDERATION
The dissolution of the Federation is deliberatedby Extraordinary Assembly with the previewed majorities according to art. 10, which supplies to the nomination of one or more liquidators. In dissolution case the patrimony of the Federation will obligatorily be devolved to Associations and Institutions with same  purposes or of public usefullness, in accordance to the Audit agency in art. 3, codicil 190, of Italian Law 23/12/1996, n. 662 and to the senses of the Legislative Decree n. 460/97.

ART. 17
CONTROVERSIES
The controversies between Associations and Federation are subordinates to the judgment of three arbitrators, of which one named by  the Managing Committee, one by the member, and the third  named by the President of the auditors. The arbitrators decide to majority, according to fairness, without particular formalities, by previous conciliation attempt, with the powers and the functions of the friendly members.

ART. 18

 FINAL COMMENTS
Any points not specifically mentioned in the above statutes will come under the Italian legislation of the Associations and the Legislative Decree n. 460/97 and all facilities stated in the article 8 of Law 266/91 are applicable. To decide for eventual other controversies the Court of Justice of Venice is competent.
